“Our Ocean, our Responsibility”. The founder of I0OI, Elisabeth Mann Borgese, the mother
of the oceans, wrote:

“The ocean is the real thing, covering almost three quarters of the surface of our blue planet;
the continents are floating islands on the world ocean; the ocean links and unites the
continents, rather than separating them. The world ocean is our common heritage.”

By that, she meant precisely that the ocean is the responsibility of our humanity. However the
unconscionable state of deterioration of the ocean, the governance deficit and the abdication of
common sense duties and responsibilities that are based on decency, moral and ethical values
to safeguard this precious source of life is a damning testimony of the failure of generations of
our humanity.
